Mobile Outreach: Nighttime outreach for hard-to-reach KP, including high-class and
street-based individuals.

PDI+ and PNTT: Enhancing New Case Identification Among Freelancers, Hidden MSM/TG,
and Their Partners Through Peer-Driven Intervention, Partner Notification Tracing, and Testing.

PrEP: Address emerging risk behaviors with innovative PrEP counseling for negative KP.

HIVST: Encourage KP and their partner, who face high risks and prefer to maintain anonymity,
to access HIV self-testing.

Collaboration : Work with national programs and stakeholders to update guidelines and SOPs,
focusing on new interventions. Provide ongoing supervision to improve project performance and
reach targets.

Capacity building : Simplify staff training on core services, including education, counseling,
HIV testing, diverse interventions, virtual outreach, data management, reporting & involving KPs
in project activities.
